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CINDY CONNECTING

Isabella began to learn
about the condition of women in
the world at church from Cindy.
When she was five she heard
about puppets that were stolen
from a Gypsy ministry and want-
ed to personally do something
to help. At the time she said: “/'ll
go... I'll go to Russia!” Five years
later when Isabella heard that
Cindy was going to Central Asia
her young heart was touched.
She remembers: “l wanted to do
something for those people ...

to please God and to help them.”
Church members had been
asked to collect vitamins and
sewing supplies for the GW team
to take on their trip. One night
Isabella went into her room and
came out with $1 that she gave
to her mother. Hesitating, she

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IN HAITI

he images of the people and the

land are vivid in my thoughts. I
am often asked what it felt like for me
to be there. My response is always the
same: “Astounding.” I am astounded
by amazing people working to make
a bad situation better, I am astounded
by the destruction and despair, and |
am astounded at God’s care for me
while there.

Arriving in Port au Prince on
Monday, I anticipated resistance at
Customs because | was carrying
in medical supplies. Instead I was
welcomed with a “come on in.” It took
us four hours to travel thirty miles to
Grand-Goave. I was overwhelmed by the
traffic, rubble, and street markets.

My Haitian home was a tent among
ten others set up for the joint American
Baptist Convention (ABC) and Coopera-
tive Baptist Fellowship (CBF) project
to rebuild the Temple Baptist Church
school. Approximately 120 of the 350
enrolled students have returned since the
earthquake. A few desks are set up under
trees and within some remaining walls
on the property.

I was impressed at how ABC and
CBEF are being the presence of Christ in
this challenging location. There is also a
clinic meeting physical as well as emo-
tional needs of the people, and volunteer

construction teams are empowering the
church members to rebuild their school.

There is a community well on the
church property. I watched people come
three and four times a day to get the wa-
ter needed for survival. I was pleasantly
surprised to even see some young men
come and carry water to their tents or
temporary shelters.

I spent Tuesday in Grand-Goave with
GW board member and CBF medical
missionary, Tori Wentz. The clinic is set
up in the remains of one of the school
rooms. The shelves were full of medi-
cines sent by many in the U.S. There is
a Cuban-run hospital now open in the
community but the locals prefer to see

from Kazakhstan, and you have prayed

for her in the past—a leader among

Christian women in Central Asia. | met !

Anara on my first GW trip to Moldova.

She and | were attending a conference

on trafficking, and as we drank hot tea, God used her to cast a vision in

my heart for Central Asia: ”Cindy, please come to Central Asia and see how
difficult it is for the women! Anara introduced Global Women to “G,” the
Uzbek woman we helped start a sewing business. Anara hosted four of us in
Central Asia last fall and introduced us to Elmira, Zhonna, Bakrit, and other
Christian women who serve in difficult places without needed resources.
Anara received a degree in social work from the Christian college in Moldova
and now encourages others to be active in social ministry to the poor,
hungry, prostituted, abused, and forgotten.

Anara is a bit of a radical; you would like her! She is a Christian woman
trying to lead in a male-dominated society; a woman who, with her husband
and four children, would pack and move to a remote city to be a missionary
among the desolate; a Kazak woman, automatically labeled by her culture
as Muslim, who chooses to follow Christ, even though friends and relatives
call her crazy; a woman who tries to convince Believers in the churches that
the Good News is also for prostitutes, widows and orphans, and for any who
might live outside the church walls.

Anara cares deeply for the “sisters” throughout Central Asia. They lack
adequate health care, education, nutrition, and clean water. They crave meat
and milk but can not afford it. Her suitcases were loaded with vitamins to
take to the women. Anara said: “It is the best gift | can take them!”

During her first visit to the US, Anara was welcomed by GW friends at St.
Louis’ Kirkwood Baptist and Pelham’s Crosscreek Baptist. She spoke of the
sisters throughout Central Asia who count on us. “You can’t imagine how
much your prayers mean to these women!” As | told her goodbye at the
airport, she was still saying how much the prayer times meant to her, when
women circled around, laid hands on her and prayed for God to encourage
and strengthen her.

While visiting the GW office, Anara’s usual strong outward countenance
seemed to melt, tears flowed, and the cries of her heart came to the surface.
“It is so hard there. Please pray that my husband and | will be able to follow God
where HE wants us to go, and that our children will understand. Pray that we
will have the money to care for our family. And, pray for the sisters whose life is
so very difficult.”

Tori for their health needs. And the needs are over-
whelming!

Wednesday dawned with a trip to Petit-Goave where
I met Trained Birthing Attendants (TBAs) Anetude,
Rose Marie, and Solange. They had walked two hours,
down from the mountains to reach our
rendezvous location. Global Health
Action has been training the birthing
attendants since 2008. Two died in
the earthquake leaving only 62. Their
training helps them identify danger
signs during a birth. At times, they
have carried a woman in labor, in a
plastic lawn chair, down the moun-
tain where they hope a “tap tap” or
car will come along and transport
them to the hospital.

In partnership with Birthing
Hope, Global Women has helped
supply birthing kits to these
TBAs. As we talked I told them
that I had come to ask them one
question: “Do these birthing kits
help?”” Immediately and in unison
they responded: “YES!” Then they had a question for
me. “Will you keep sending them?” 1 too answered:
“YES!” The list of items needed by the TBAs is on
page 7 of this newsletter.

I was with my Edge Outreach trainer on Thursday as
we visited two water purification systems maintained
by young women. The women are well respected in

their communities because they make sure there is clean

water. At the first site I had one of the most emotionally

moving experiences of the trip when we responded to

the request of one of the women to pray with her. She

was happy to see two women with the usual team of

men and grateful to have us pray
with them.

To reach the second site we
traveled as far by truck as we
could until it got stuck in the
mud. From there we walked 30

minutes on a winding path past
sugar cane. | admit it was a bit

uncomfortable in this remote vil-

lage where the water system was

next to the voodoo temple. While
in Haiti, I heard stories of how
strongly voodoo affects the cul-
ture. For example, | met a mother
with a paralyzed child. Other vil-
lagers claim the child’s condition
is a curse from the devil because
the mother would not agree
during her pregnancy to sacrifice
her newborn.

On Friday I met with the women leaders of Temple
Baptist Church. They are starting their own micro-
finance system. Each Monday they gather to pool their
meager resources. When their coins total $400, they
will draw one woman’s name. She will receive the
money to replenish her inventory lost in the earthquake
to sell in the marketplace. She will pay the money back
and additional contributions will grow the pot. Then
another woman’s name will be drawn and she will
have the same opportunity.

While in Haiti, I was disheartened to learn that all
garbage ends up in the river and carried out to sea. At
the end of my trip I stood on the shore and saw the
wide swatch of brown spilling out into the open sea.
One day our trip included wading across the river. The
most humorous part of my trip happened here. Roll-
ing up my pants brought attention to my white legs!

A young girl, traveling with her mother, repeatedly
touched them then turned away laughing. What a gift
her laughter was to this dark place.

Will you join me in praying for the people at work
in this devastated country as well as the Haitian people
trying to rise above their circumstances? &
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had a conversation recently that motivated me to take
I a hard look at how we communicate the financial
needs of Global Women. I was speaking with someone
who has participated in our church’s International

Women’s Day observance,
taken part in a GW Connections
project, and served on the
finance committee that approved
inclusion of Global Women in
our church budget. She was
unaware that Global Women is
dependent on donations.

Have you ever wondered
how GW is funded? Our ministry
of connecting and empowering

women who are transforming their worlds is possible

went back and came out with $2 of the money she was sav-
ing for a new doll. Soon Isabella had given all of her money,
$6.37, to her mother to give to Global Women.

Isabella wrote this note to go with her love offering:

At a hotel in Kyrgyzstan, Cindy, the GW team, and several
Central Asian sisters in Christ were enjoying a meal. Cindy
wanted to share Isabella’s story but said if she did she would
cry. Yet she told the story of GW’s youngest donor. Anara later
said: “When she told me, | wanted to cry too. It touched my heart.”

Cindy gave the money to Anara to use in her minis-
try. When she told her children of Isabella’s love gift they
responded: “WOW! That’s a lot of money!” Anara said the gift
was: “like Jesus to the women.”

Anara has often thought of Isabella. She never dreamed
she would come to America but when the plans began to
unfold she asked Cindy if she could meet Isabella. After savor-
ing a traditional Kazak meal in Cindy’s home, Anara surprised
Isabella with a doll from Central Asia.

Just that
morning Isabella
had told her
mother she
needed a new
Barbie. She could
not believe the
doll was in her
arms! Recalling
the story of the
$6.37 gift, Isabella
commented: “When
I gave my money to
God | wasn't expecting a doll but God gave me a doll!” She actu-
ally ended up with two, one Cindy and Anara picked out for
Isabella in Central Asia and this one that Anara delivered in
person.

Isabella declares she is ready to go overseas with Global
Women when she is old enough. In the mean time she keeps
asking: “Where is Miss Cindy going next?” And her love gifts
keep on coming.

From Burma: Naw Paw

Gaw, reports from the Zoe
Development Center they started
their 14th nurse aid training in
January and finished in June.
This year 19 students received
certificates. The first three months
they were taught theory followed
by two months of practical work
in a village. With the help of two
doctors and three nurses, the
students experienced healing
ministry with at least one hundred
patients per day. Moreover with
the support of Global Women,
Yangon Kayin Baptist Women
Association conducted two
seminars for health workers from
the village. The purpose of the
seminars was to organize and
create networking opportunities
for students who will go back to
their villages or work at a clinic in
Yangon. The students completed
their internship program at the
“Home for the Aged” in Yangon.
July 6th marked the start of the
next training. She expresses her
appreciation to GW: “We thank
your organization very much for
your love and concern for us.” How
exciting it is to reach across the
globe and partner with these
remarkable women!
